HOW TO APPLY

Apply to Medicine Hat College using this application form by mail, fax or in person, or apply online at www.mhc.ab.ca. Submit your application
along with your $60 non-refundable application fee. Your application will not be processed until the application fee is received.

TRANSCRIPTS

Medicine Hat College requires official transcripts documenting your high school and post-secondary education to make final admissions decisions.
An official transcript is sent directly from the provincial Department of Education and/or from other institutions to the Admissions Office. At the
printing of this application, MHC was participating in the phased implementation of the Apply Alberta application service. When complete,
ApplyAlberta will allow participating Alberta postsecondary institutions to send and request Alberta high school and Alberta post-secondary
transcripts when authorized by a student. Please check with the Medicine Hat College Admissions Office if you have questions about the
transcripts required to support your application.

High School

All applicants are required to provide high school transcripts or copy of marks certified by school officials showing grade 11 and first semester of
grade 12 courses enrolled in or completed. Official high school transcripts must be received from the Provincial Ministry of Education following
completion of grade 12.

Post Secondary
All applicants who have attended post secondary institutions must provide official transcripts from the Registrar’s Office of each institution
attended and ask that they be submitted to Medicine Hat College directly.

Photocopies or faxed copies of transcripts are not considered official, but may be used in the interim for conditional admission purposes.
