Our admissions team requires high school and post-secondary transcripts 
as well as proof of English Language Proficiency (if applicable). 

Once accepted, make sure to pay the full $5000 + $10,000 tuition 
installment ($15,000 total) within 21 days to secure your seat.

Do I need a Study Permit?
Most students require a study permit to pursue post-secondary education in 
Canada. You can apply for a study permit after you are admitted into a 
program at MHC. 

Please review application details outlined by the Government of Canada 
early, as requirements (which may include biometrics) vary by country. 
Processing time varies by country, but typically ranges between 3-12 weeks 
or longer.

How much money will I need to support myself 
in my studies?
To obtain a study permit, you must prove to the Government of Canada 
(IRCC) that you can support yourself while in Canada without the need to 
work. You must demonstrate that you have enough funds to cover full tuition 
fees for the first year of your program, one year living expenses in Canada, 
and travel expenses from your home country to Canada.

Working in Canada
International students who are enrolled full-time can work part-time while 
attending MHC if their study permit indicates.
